18. Fulfilling eligibility for Diploma Engg./ Diploma Engg. Lateral Entry/ Diploma Pharmacy courses w.r.t . 
qualification shall be proved by the candidate before reporting to allotted institute.  A candidate may 

not be eligible on the 1st day of counselling but may be eligible on subsequent days of counselling 

due to the reasons, whatsoever. The candidate may get seat allotted admission at his/ her own risk 
and cost and if he/ she is found ineligible at the time of  reporting, his/ her seat allotment shall be 

cancelled for which he/ she shall have no claim, whatsoever.   
 

19. Any candidate who has been disqualified or debarred by the University or Board or any other 
Statutory Board shall not be eligible for admission to the polytechnics of Haryana State for the period 

he/ she has been debarred. 
 

20. If  a candidate is admitted on the basis of the information submitted by him/ he r, which is found to be 

incorrect or false later on, his/ her admission shall be cancelled and all fees and other dues paid by 

him/her shall be forfeited.  The HSTES/ institute may also take further action, as deemed fit, against 
the candidate and his/ her  parent/  guardian in accordance with law. 

   
21. The Principal of the concerned Polytechnic/ Institute  shall satisfy himself/ herself regarding the 

authenticity of all certificates submitted online by the candidates for the purpose of their admission in 

the Polytechnic and shall be verified online by the institution from the issuing authorit y of the certificates. 
Principal should also ascertain the identity of the candidate by verify ing his photo from photo 

available at www.techadmissionshry.gov.in . The Principal of the Polytechnic shall be held 
responsible for any ineligible admission made in the Polytechnic.  

 
22. If  the Principal of the Polytechnic/ Institute  is not satisfied with the character, past behavior or 

antecedents of a candidate, in such case the admission to the candidate may be denied in the 

Polytechnic to maintain academic ambience of the institution.  
 

23. Under no circumstances the original certificates of the candidate should be retained by the institute , 
ever. The candidate seeking admission may submit 2 sets of his documents alongwith 2 latest 

coloured photograph/  certificates/ testimonials duly self attested, if later asked by the institute. Anyhow, 

if HSBTE, so desires, the original certificates from the candidate can be demanded through the institute 
in which he/ she is admitted.  

 
24. For the guidance of candidates, List of Institutes  along with branches and Intakes thereof is provided at 

Appendix ïI V. Candidates should go through the same for preparation of their mind set for selection 

of preferences of choices of institutions/  branches to be filled by the candidate during online 
counsellings.   

 
25. The fees structure of various self financing technical institutions is available at Appendix -V and on 

website www.techeduhry.gov.in . Candidates are advised in their own interest to see the fees 
structure of institutes on the website ww w.techeduhr y.gov.in  before filling the choices of 

branches and institutes, during online counsellings. 

 
Candidates are advised 

in their own intere st to see the same before filling the choices of branches and institute, during online 

counselling.

28. Internal  sliding (change in branch)  is neither  allowed  by  any  Govt./ Govt. Aided/ Self  
Financing  Polytechnic during the admission process nor allowed after the closin g of the

Supreme Court of India in Writ  Petition (Civil) No. 350 of 1993 (Islamic Academy & Anr. vs. State of 
Karnataka & Ors.).    

 

31. The decision of the Haryana State Technical Education Society (HSTES) in all matters relating to the 
admissions shall be final. All disputes pertaining to counselling for making admissions to all Diploma 

Courses for the  session 2026-27 are subject to the jurisdiction of Panchkula only. The Haryana State 
Technical Education Society (HSTES) shall be the legal authority in whose name the State may sue or 

may be sued for this purpose. No suit, prosecution or other legal proceedings shall lie against the 
State of Haryana or any officer of the State Govt. or the NIC or Haryana State Technical Education 

Society, for anything which is in good faith done or intended to be done for the purpose of  on-line 

off-campus counselling. 
 

32. Candidates seeking admission in private unaided institutions are advised to ensure that they are 
lawfully admitted, failing which, they shall not be authenticated by HSTES and consequently shall not be 

registered by the Haryana State Board of Technical Education, Panchkula and they themselves shall be 

responsible for any such lapse.

¤ Eligibility  

Passed 10th Std/ SSC Examination. (Passed from a recognized Board)    

¤ Basis of  Admissions  

Admission in Diploma Engg. Course shall be made through online off -campus counselling on the 

basis of inter-se-merit/ rank prepared o n %age of Secondary School Examination (Matriculation) or 

equivalent qualifying examination.           

¶ Inter -se-Merit/ Rank of Qualifying Examination:  Each eligible candidate who has 

submitted and got his/ h er Online Application Form Verified & Confirmed online by the selected 

Designated Center upto the last date of Verification & Confirmation of Online Application Form 

for admission to Diploma Engg. will be assigned Inter-se-Merit/ Rank based on the following 

criteria:  

I.  Percentage of Aggregate Marks obtained at Secondary School Examination - SSC 

(Matriculation) or equivalent qualifying examination shall be the basis for the purpose of 

determining the Inter -se-Merit. 

II.  Rounding off of the marks secured by the candidate will be done upto four decimal places 

in individual subject and grand total while converting marks of the individual subject out of 

100 and calculating percentage of Aggregate Marks. 

III.  For calculating the percentage of subject wise and Aggregate Marks, the marks of 

individual subject and Grand Total given by the respective School Board shall be 

considered. In case, subject wise and Aggregate Marks are not mentioned by the 

concerned Board then GPA and CGPA awarded by the Board will be considered for 

calculating the percentage of subject wise and Aggregate Marks according to the 

Conversion Factor mentioned in Mark Sheet. If, the Conversion Factor is not mentioned in 

Mark Sheet, the candidate shall submit proof of subject wise and Aggregate Marks issued 

by the concerned Board upto the last date prescribed for the Verification/ Confirmation of 

Online Filled Application Form. 

IV. In case, where the aggregate marks or the CGPA is not mentioned by the concerned Board 

in the DMC of Qualifying Examination (Matriculation), then total marks of all the subjects 

should be considered for calculating percentage of aggregate marks of Qualifying 

Examination.       

V. In case, Mark Sheet issued by any School Education Board is in a Language other than 

English and Hindi, candidate shall submit copy of transcript of Mark Sheet issued by the 

concerned Board in English or Hindi.                   

¶ Tie-Breaking Criteria:  In case of a tie i.e. when two or more candidates obtain equal 

Aggregate Marks at SSC (Matriculation) or equivalent qualifying examination as mentioned in 

Point No. 1, Inter -se-Merit of such candidates shall be decided in the following order:  

I.  Resolution by marks obtained in Mathematics in Qualifying Examination. Candidate 

obtaining higher marks will be given better ran k. 

II.  Resolution by marks obtained in Science in Qualifying Examination. Candidate obtaining 
higher marks will be given better rank.  

III.  Resolution by marks obtained in English in Qualifying Examination. Candidate obtaining 
higher marks will be given better rank.   

IV. Resolution by Date of Birth of candidate. Elder candidate will be given better rank.    

V. Resolution by name of the candidate (in English as per matriculation mark sheet) in 

alphabetical order i.e. candidate whose name appears first will be given better ra nk.  

VI. Resolution by fatherôs name of the candidate (in English as per matriculation mark sheet) in 
alphabetical order i.e. candidate whose fatherôs name appears first will be given better 

rank.  

VII.  Resolution by motherôs name of the candidate (in English as per matriculation mark sheet) 

in alphabetical order i.e. candidate whose motherôs name appears first will be given better 
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rank.  

¶ Modification in marks of Qualifying Examination : 

If the marks in the qualifying examination are modified due to any reason by the  respective 

School Education Board after declaration of Inter-se-Merit/ Rank of qualifying examination by 

HSTES, the same must be reported by the candidate to HSTES immediately along with proof. 

However, the effect of the change will be taken by the candidate into consideration only for the 

subsequent round(s) of counselling. 

¤ ADMISSION IN SPECIAL QUOTA SEATS IN DIPLOMA ENGG.  

Admissions in following Categories/ Special Quota Seats in Diploma Engg. shall also be made on the 

basis of merit of Secondary School Examination (Matriculation) or equivalent qualifying examination  

through Online off-campus Counselling:

A PROCEDURAL STEPS FOR REGISTERATION AND CHOICE FILLING FOR ALL DIPLOMA 

COURSES: 

1. This procedure is applicable for the candidates who want to take admissions through online choice 

filling.   

2. Candidates should go through Diploma Prospectus-2026 for detailed information about ñKey Datesò 

given in Appendix -I , counselling schedule and procedures.  

3. Two Online choice filling will be conducted for admission to all Diploma Courses for all the seats of 

Govt. /  Govt. Aided and 75% seats of Self Financing Institutes  only as follows :  

1st Counselling  -   shall be done for all categories namely AIC, HOGC, HGST, SC, D-SC, BC-A, 

BC-B, PH, ESM (with all priorities) and FF of all categories with 25% Horizontal Female reservation.    
For the supernumerary seats i.e. KM (J&K seats), TFW and EWS seats will be filled 

separately on th e basis of Inter -se-merit of qualifying exam.     

 
2nd Counselling  - shall be done for all categories namely AIC, HOGC, HGST, SC (by merging SC 

and D-SC in SC), BC (by merging BCA and BCB in BC), PH, ESM (by merging all priorities) and FF 
with 25% Horizontal Female reservation.    

For the supernumerary seats i.e. KM (J&K seats), TFW and EWS seats will be filled 

separately on the basis of Inter -se-merit of qualifying exam.      

 

Institute Level Counselling :          

After 2nd online counselling, admission at Institute Level Manual Counselling shall be made according 

to the following procedure:      

For Diploma Engg. , Diploma Pharmacy  & Diploma Engg. Lateral Entry: For conducting the 

Institute Level Manual Counselling applications of the candidates shall be invited through official email 

id of the institut ion as per the schedule notified and advertised by the concerned institute.  Fresh 

Inter -se-Merit/ Rank of the candidates who have applied for Institute Level Manual Counselling shall 

be prepared (hosted on the website of the institute) by the respective institute according to the 

prescribed criteria of preparation of Inter -se-Merit/ Rank of qualifying examination as mentioned in 

Chapter-3 of Diploma Prospectus. The Institute Level Manual Counselling shall be conducted after 

merging the sub categories (including female) of a particular reserved category into the main 

reserved category. In the event of seats remaining vacant/ unfilled, if any, same shall be filled up 

before final cut -off date of admissions without any reservation.   

NOTE: 1. For filling up the  leftover  supernumerary seats in TFW/ EWS category for 
Diploma courses a committee shall be constituted at institute level. Separate merit shall 

be displayed after giving the advertisement at institute level. F urther, the supernumerary 

TFW admissions shall be done through Institute Level Manual Counselling  in an 
institution where a minimum of 50% seats of approved intake are filled up in last 

academic year  for Diploma Engg. & Diploma Lateral Entry course and a m inimum of 30% 
of approved intake are filled up in last academic year for Diploma Pharmacy course .  

4. The candidates shall register online on www.techadmissionshry.gov.in  for participating in 
counselling (choice filling and seat allotment) after deposit of the registration fees as per Key Dates 

given in Appendix -I . The registration fees once paid shall not be refunded (full or partial) under any 

circumstances.    
 For registration, candidate will be required to generate a password for use in future logins. 

Candidates should strictly keep record of the password for their own use only and not to disclose this 
to others. In the event of sharing of password, candidate will be solely responsible for the change of 

registration details, choices etc., if any.   

 Candidates are advised to Register for Online choice filling from their own home and 
SHOULD NOT go to any cyber cafe or any outside unauthorized persons  for the same, as 

they may mislead or misguide the candidates. However, in any case if the candidate registers from 
Cyber Cafe/ unauthorized venue, he must ensure that the password is created by himself/ herself

Chapter -7 

REPORTING OF THE CANDID ATE AT ALLOTTED INSTITUTES  

 

(A)  REPORTING OF THE CANDID ATES  

1. After decleration of the seat allotement result of a particula r counselling, the candidate shall 

print the provisional seat allotment letter from website www.techadmissionshry.gov.in . 
2. After declaration of the result of first counselling, the candidate shall report in the allotted 

institute for admission against the a llotted seat alongwith all requisite documents/  certificates/ 
testimonials, photograph and password, as per schedule mentioned in the provisional seat 

allotment letter. The candidate shall deposit one semester fee in the allotted institute.  

On verification of credentials and deposition of the admission fee the details of the candidate 
shall be uploaded on HSTES website by the institute. The candidate MUST get the Provisional 

Admission Slip from the allotted institute duly signed by the admission coordinator  of the 
institute and the candidate himself.  

3. The seat of selected candidate who do not report at allotted institute during reporting period of 

that particular counselling shall be cancelled. Such candidates may go for subsequent round of 
counselling, if any.  

 

(B)  LIST OF DOCUMENTS TO BE BROUGHT AT THE TIME OF REPORTING IN 

THE INSTITUTE:  

The candidates, at the time of reporting at allotted institutes must bring the following Original 

Certificates/ Documents/ Testimonials (if applicable) alongwith three sets of self attested 

photocopies of these and coloured photograph with them. Any candidate, who fails to produce any 

of the required Certificate/ Document/ Testimonial at the time of reporting at the allotted institution, 

will forfeit his/ her claim to admission . 

i. Original and duly self attested photocopy of Qualifying Examination i.e. 10 th or 10+2 as the 

case may be. In case, DMC of Qualifying Examination has not been issued by the concerned 

Board the result of the Qualifying Examination can be verified from the official website of the 

concerned Board.

iv. PPP ID (correct, updated & verified status copy)  is applicable for the candidates who have 

passed their qualifying examination from a Board/ Recognized school located out of the State 

of Haryana but their parental address is in the State of Haryana . And for the Candidates, who 

have passed their qualifying examination from a Board/Recognized School located in the State 

of Haryana will be deemed to be Haryana residents and will not be required to submit 

certificates of bonafide residents of Haryana. 

v. Certificate from the Employer in the case of Employees of Govt. of Haryana, members of All 

India Services borne on Haryana Cadre, Employees of Statutory Bodies/Corporations as per 

Annexure -VII , if applicable.  

vi. Certificate in respect of Physically Handicapped Candidates as per Annexure -XI , if applicable. 

vii. Certificate required to be furnished by the Children and Grand-children of Freedom Fighters 

as per Annexure -XII , if applicable. 

viii. Certificate from wards of Deceased/ Disabled/ Discharged Military/ Para-Military Personnel/ Ex-

Servicemen or Ex-Personnel of Para-Military Forces ï Annexure -V. 
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ix. Certificate from wards of ex-employee of Indian Defence Services/ Para-Military Forces-

Annexure -XVI . 

x. Certificate of Medical Fitness- Annexure -XIV . 

xi. Undertaking of Antiragging by the Student Annexure ï XVIII.  

xii. Undertaking of Antiragging by the Parent/ Guardian Annexure  ï XIX.  

xiii. Income and Asset certificate for EWS category as per Annexure -XX, if applicable. 
xiv. Parivar Pehchan Patra (PPP ID)  alongwith the registred mobile for OTP verification  (OTP 

will be asked by the admission making team of the institute  during the physical reporting 

of the candidate only  for uploading of admission on HSTES portal).      
xv. Coloured Photograph (JPG File Max. 30KB Size)  

xvi. In case of Kashmiri Migrants, supporting certificates and original certificate of migration duly 
signed by the competent authority or Relief Commissioner should be submitted. 

xvii. In case of HGST category in Diploma Engg., candidates shall produce a certificate in the 

support of their claim from the Principal/ Headmaster of the Govt. School of which the 
candidate is topper clearly stating the strength of class (attach th e attested form available at 

Annexure ïXIII . 
Note:  

i. The original certificates shall be returned back after verification by the institute. 

Under no circumstances the original certificates of the candidate be retained by 

the institute, ever.  

ii. The attested copies of certificates/ documents/ testimonials  (if applicable) will be verified & 

signed by the Principal or his authorized representative & will be retained for registration 

purposes, if required.   

iii. Admission Data Management Fees (Rs. 200/ -  per admission) shall be charged one 

time by HSTES in respect of all admissions (Centralized Admissions and Institute 

Level Admissions) in Self Financing Institutions including un -aided branches of 

Aided Institutions from the academic session 2016 -17 onwards. The said Fee s be 

charged from the admitted students by the concerned institute and be credited/ 

deposited in HSTES account.  

(C)  POST COUNSELLING  INSTRUCTIONS FOR THE INSTITUTES:  

¶ Verification of the credentials of the candidate will be done by the allotted institutes at the 

time of reporting  for admission, by comparing with the original certificates against which 

candidate has been allotted seat. Any entry or information filled/  made by the candidate, if 

found to be false, shall entail automatic cancellation of his/ her admission. The candidateôs 

identity should be compared with the photo provided by him/ her available at HSTES website.  

¶ Physical Reporting of each selected candidate in presence of the candidate shall be done by 

allotted institute by simply selecting/ tick m arking the checklist online for checking all the 

parameters of the check list. Physical reporting should be done as and when candidate reports at 

the institute  as per the notified schedule of reporting  and not on the last date of admission.  

¶ After successful admission of the candidate, allotted institute  must provide system generated 

admission slip to candidates duly signed by the admission coordinator of the institute and the 

candidate himself/ herself.    

¶ Institute are required to update the vacancy posit ion online on www.intrahstes.gov.in  /strictly 

as per Key dates so that the subsequent counselling may be conducted as per schedule, failing 

which they will be responsible for consequences of non updation.  

¶ All admissions by institutes including institute level management quota admissions are to be 

updated online as and when they report/admit the candidates. No permission of any kind would 

be provided for admitting students, if not reported as per Key Dates/ schedule  given  in 

Appendix - I . The reported candidates for centralized as well as institute level admissions would 

only be forwarded online to HSBTE.      

¶ The institute shall submit the final list of admitted studentsô alongwith documents/ certificates 
proving eligibility to HSBTE for registration purposes and same shall be verified/ checked by the 

institute with the list of admissions as updated by respective institute on 

http://www.intrascbh.nic.in/
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www.intrahstes.gov.in  till final cut off date of all admissions.   

¶ Any admission made after the last cut off date of admission shall be treated as wrong and illegal 

and will not be permitted/ updated at www.intrahstes.gov.in . No excuse from institutes 

regarding non-updation of admissions would be entertained in any case. 

¶ All institutes shall ensure that admissions be made strictly as per the eligibility criteria/ laid down 

qualification and on the basis of merit of qualifying examination, whichever is applicable.  

¶ In case of violation of eligibility criteria/merit for the first time, the institute sh all not be allowed 

to make admission in a particular branch in the next session in which violation has been 

committed. Further, if such violation is repeated, then disaffiliation of the institute will be 

recommended to the concerned University/Board apart from sending recommendation to AICTE 

for disapproval of the institute.    

Note: -Respective institutes shall check the admission status of all the candidates admitted at 

the institute in 2 nd  or subsequent counselling  and make the candidates aware through 

no tification on first day of reporting itself whose admissions have been cancelled due 

to up -gradation, so that he/ she may check his/ her allotment status online on 

counselling  website and report at newly allotted institute/ seat within reporting 

period of 2nd  or subsequent counselling .     
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Chapter -8 
VARIOUS FINANCIAL SUPPORTS AND MOTIVATIONAL SCHEMES  

Post Matric Scholarship (PMS) Scheme for SC & BC students  

PMS Scheme is being run by Ministry of Social Justice & Empowerment, Govt. of India and Welfare 

of SC & BC Department, Haryana is handling the scheme in Haryana state. The scheme provides 

financial assistance to SC and BC students. Technical Education Department, Haryana operates the 

scheme for the SC and BC students studying in various courses under the ambit of Technical 

Education. The details of the scheme are given below:    

Eligibility  

Students, belonging to Schedule Castes and Backward Classes whose annual parental income from 

all sources does not exceeds Rs. 2.5 Lakh and are studying in courses/ institutes approved by 

appropriate regulatory body like AICTE, PCI, Council of Architecture etc areeligeble for the schemes 

subject to the condition that t he course fee must be approved from State Fee Committee/ Fee 

Rationalization Committee set up by the competent authority.

AICTE SCHOLARSHIPS IN TECHNICAL INSTITUTES OF HARYANA  

AICTE provides a number of Scholarships to the students studying in Technical diploma and degree 

courses studying in Haryana in different Polytechnics, Engineering colleges and Technical Universities under 

National Scholarship Portal. Three scholarships under this category are Pragati, Saksham and Swanath 

scholarships. The online applications Haryana Resident students are verified by the State Nodal Officer. 

These scholarships are for assistance to financially weaker background meritorious students.  

Eligibi lity:  

The students of first year or second year (lateral entry) are eligible to apply for these scholarships. 

The student must not have completed the essential qualification to entry before more than 2 years. The 

total Family income from all sources should not exceed Rs. 8 lakh per annum for both the scholarship 

schemes. Scholarship Amount is Rs 50,000 each per annum for every year of study and is given 

maximum for 3 years to Diploma students and for 4 years to Degree students getting admission in first 

year. Similarly for lateral entry students the scholarship is provided for 2 years to Diploma students and for 

3 years to Degree students.  

(i)  For Pragati Scholarship - maximum two girl child per family  can get this scholarship. For 

Haryana State Pragati Degree Scholarship, Maximum Number is fixed at 134 and for Pragati 

Diploma maximum number is 191 .  

(ii)  For Saksham  scholarship, the candidate must have minimum 40%  disability. All specially abled 

students  who apply, and are eligible, will get the scholarship.  

(iii)  The Swanath Scholarship  was introduced from the academic year 2021-22. For this scholarship 

the candidate should be from any one of the following categories:  

a) Orphan   

b) Either or both parents died due to Covid 19  

c) Wards of Armed Forces and Central Paramilitary Forces martyred in action 

(Shaheed). 

The Family income of the candidate from all sources should not be more than Rs. 8 lakh per 

annum during the financial year of the application . The candidate should be currently studying in the 

AICTE Approved institutions and courses at Degree/ Diploma level in regular mode (in 1st/ 2nd/ 3rd/ 4th 

year). A maximum of 2000 scholarships (1000 for Degree Students and 1000 for Diploma Students) will be 

awarded every year to eligible candidates as above. The amount of scholarship is Rs.50,000/- per year. 
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Chapter -9  

INFORM ATION REGARDING FEES AND REFUND OF FEES  
FEES:  

In pursuance of the judgment dated August 14, 2003  of Honôble Supreme Court of India in writ  

petition (Civil)  No.350 of 1993 (Islamic Academy and Anr. Vs. State of Karnataka and Ors.), the State 

Government had constituted Admission & Fee Regulatory Committee to fix fees structure of private 

unaided minority/non  minority institutions for  various types of technical courses.The Supreme Court 

guidelines stipulate that fees structure should be such that it is viable for the Colleges to function as 

per norms laid down by AICTE, but there should be no profiteering.    

 

The fees structure of various technical institutions is available at Appendix -V and on the website 

www.techeduhry.gov.in . Candidates are advised to see the changes, if any, in the fees structure 

of institutes  on the website www.techeduhry.gov.in  before filling the choices of branch and 

institute during online counselling as there are pending requests with Admission & Fee Regulatory 

Committee for some institutes for fees revision. 

 

 As per the academic calendar issued by AICTE for AY 2024-25 to 2026-27:    

¶ In the event of a student withdrawing before the start of the Course, the entire Fee collected from 

the student, after a ded uction of the processing Fee of not more than @ 1000/- (Rupees One 

Thousand only) shall be refunded by the Institution. It would not be permissible for Institutions  to 

retain the School/ Institution Leaving Certificates in original.  

 

¶ In case, if a student leaves after joining the Course and if the vacated seat is consequently filled by 

another student by the last date of admission, the Institution must refund the Fee collected  after a 

deduction of the processing Fee of not more than 1000/- (Rupees One Thousand only) and 

proportionate deductions of monthly Fee and hostel rent, where applicable.  

 

¶ The last date for withdrawal of admissions for the purpose of refund of Fee shall be 31st , July  

202 6 (Subject to change by AICTE) .  

 

¶ In case the vacated seat is not filled, the Institution should refund the Security Deposit and return 

the original documents.  

 

¶ The Institution should not demand Fee for the subsequent years from the students cancelling their 

admission at any point of time. Fee refund along with the return of Certificates should be completed 

within 7 days.  

 

¶ Institutions not following guidelines issued by the Council regarding refund of Fee for cancellation of 

admission or delaying refunds shall be liable to any one or more of the following punitive actions by 

the Council.  

NOTE: Any changes in the Schedule for any of the academic related activities as notified by the Council 

from time to time are binding on all the AICTE Approved Universities/Institut ions.

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Chapter -10  
POST ADMISSION INSTRUC TIONS & RULES  

RAGGING:  

1. Ragging in educational institutions is banned and any one indulging in ragging is likely to be punished 

appropriately, which may include expulsion from the institution, suspension from the institution or 

classes for a limited period or fine with a public apolog y. The punishment may also take the shape 

of (i) withholding  scholarships or other benefits, (ii) debarring  from representation in events, (iii) 

withholding results, (iv) suspension or expulsion from hostel or mess, and the like . If the individuals 

committing or abetting ragging are not/cannot be identified, collective punishment can be awarded 

to act as a deterrent.  

2. The following will be termed as the act of ragging: any disorderly conduct whether by words spoken 

or written  or by an act, which has the effect of teasing, treating or handling with rudeness 

any other student(s), indulging in rowdy or indisciplined activities which causes or is likely to cause 

annoyance, hardship or psychological harm or to raise fear or apprehension thereof in fresher or 

junior student(s) or asking the student(s) to do any act or perform something, which such 

student(s) will not do in  the  ordinary course and which has the effect of causing or generating a 

sense  of shame or embarrassment so as to adversely affect the physique or psyche of a fresher 

or a junior student.   

 

Candidate are required to submit the following two affidavit to ensure that they shall 

not be indulge in ragging (above type of activities)  

ü Affidavit by the Student (available at Annexure ï XVIII ) 

ü Affidavit by Parents/Guardian (available at Annexure ï XIX ) 

 

INSTRUCTIONS & RULES:  

1. a)  For each student to enjoy the full benefits of the facilities placed at his / her  disposal, he/ she 

must abide by the rules and regulations of the institu tion. These are solely designed to safeguard 

the welfare and privileges of students and those of the fellow students and are liable to change 

without notice from time to time. The students are advised to keep themselves informed about the 

day-to-day instructions given to them. A plea of ignorance of any rule cannot be accepted as an 

excuse for breaking it. 

b)  Any student of first semester absenting from class on the very first day without notice or 

without adequate reasons is liable to be removed from the rolls of the Institute by the Principal.  

2. Students are expected to behave with decorum and to pay due respects to their faculty and other 

staff members. Every member of staff has the authority to forbid disorderly behavior either within 

or outside the Insti tution and must be immediately obeyed by students in such circumstances. 

Students failing to observe this clause, are liable to be punished with levy of fines and even 

expulsion from the Institution.  

3. Talking loudly, loitering or congregating in the institu te premises or any other mode being a source 

of disturbance and annoyance to others is not permitted.  

4. Smoking, consuming of alcohol, Tobacco is not allowed either in the Institution, Examination Hall, 

or in the hostel premises. Any student found committing  breach of this rule shall be expelled from 

the Institution summarily.  

5. Late arrival or early departures from a class are recorded as absence from the class for the period 

concerned. 

6. It is misdemeanor, to interfere with any apparatus or enter any department  other than directed, is 

not allowed. 

7. No student has any authority over the employees of the Institution.  
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8. Survey instruments, tools and other apparatus/equipment of laboratories and workshops must be 

left in good order after use. Damage caused due to mishandling shall be charged as fine. 

9. All students must attend any industrial visit arranged for them unless previously exempted by the 

Principal and notes on the visit shall be submitted within a fortnight after visits.  

10. Students themselves only are responsible for their own belongings/property whilst in the Institution 

and Hostel premises. No responsibility shall be accepted for any loss or damage to studentôs 

property 

11. Student shall observe all safety precautions. The Polytechnic is not responsible for accidents for 

whatever nature in the Polytechnic or Hostel or Workshop or Laboratories or during the tours 

organized for the students.  

12. The studies at the Institute require attention and diligence on the part of students. A student 

neglecting his studies and showing unsatisfactory progress, will be given two warnings after which if 

he/ she fails to improve, he / she will be liable for expulsion from the Institution.  

13. The Conduct inconsistent with general ethics or persistent neglect of work or failure to respond 

promptly to official notices shall be punished with levy of fines and even expulsion from the 

Institution.  

14. Students are advised to deposit all cash with the Local Post Office /Bank and draw the requirements 

from time to time. The institution is not responsible for any loss by theft or otherwise.  

15. No Institute society shall be formed without the permission of the Principal.  

16. The decisions of the Principal shall be final in all matters concerning the Instituteôs administration 

and regulation,  

17. The Rules and Regulations/ Instructions framed by the State Board of Technical Education, Haryana 

(HSBTE) shall have superseding effect over the provisions and representations made in this 

prospectus. A copy of such Rules and Regulations will be maintained in the instituteôs library and 

should be referred to each student. Any amendments or modifications in the rules will be kept in 

the library office of the Principal of the Institution for the reference of the students for making 

themselves upto date in respect of such amendments.  

18. Legal disputes, if any, to the level of session court are subject to the Jurisdiction of the place of 

admission. 

19. For Attendance and Leave Rules refer Appendix ïVII .  

20. Other Informations:     

Uniform: The students of the Polytechnics are required to strictly abide by the rules pertaining to 

uniform as prescribed by the respective institute. Every student shall equip himself/herself with the 

necessary sets of uniform. Non-compliance may lead to imposition of fines. 

Hostel: Normally, every student is required to stay in the hostel. However, if any student desires to 

stay outside the hostel, he/ she will have to obtain prior approval of the Principal of the Institute 

acting on request by parents and the Principal may allow such exemption only after satisfying 

himself/herself.  

 The resident students will be required to pay prescribed fees. The resident students shall 

have to strictly abide by the rules and regulations of the hostel. They are under the disciplinary 

control of the Hostel Superintendent and warden  and shall obey all the orders issued from time to 

time. Any breach of the Hostel rules & regulations by any student is liable for serve punishment 

amounting to expulsion from the hostel and even from the Institution.  

Library and Reading Room: Each Institute maintains a good collection of books of technical, 

professional and general interest. The students are allowed to use of these books freely under the 

following regulations: - 

1. Books must be returned or got renewed within 15 days, but the Librarian may sum mon the 

return to any book earlier and when urgently required.  

2. A fine of Rs.1/- per day will be imposed for every book returned late with a maximum limit of 

cost of the book whichever is less with a penalty of Rs.10/ - for each book. 
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3. Students will be required to pay the cost of books, if lost by them and in addition a fine of 

Rs.10/- per book. 

4. Marking on books, defacing or tearing of paper is not permitted and the defaulters will ordinarily 

be required to pay the price of the book.  

5. Technical journals are only provided in the Reading Room for the students.  

Book Bank: Every polytechnic maintains a Book Bank having sufficient number of Text books for 

the poor and needy students. Books are issued to the deserving students for full semester/year.  

Instituteôs Magazine:  Every Institution publishes an annual journal which contains articles of 

technical as well as general character together with the news and notes of that Institution.  

Students Extra Curricular Activities : The Institution provides facilities for diffe rent kinds of 

extracurricular activities of the students like Sports, Games, Engineering Societies, Social Services 

Squad, Volunteer Squad, Hobby Club, Music and Dramatic Club etc. Every student can take part in 

one or more of the activities provided.  

 The Institutions are equipped with modern teaching aids. The instructional work is 

supplemented with film shows mostly of technical character for the benefit of the students.  

Medals and Prizes: Every year a number of medals and prizes for proficiency in various subjects 

and extracurricular activities are awarded to the students on the basis of each semester/  year 

activities of each discipline by the Institution.  

Conclusion: With admission into the institute, there begins a period of great responsibilities, He/  

she should recognize that the success of his/ her carrier depends largely upon his/ her own 

purpose, industry and determination to make the best use of the opportunities offered. The 

Institute offers instructions and allows the use of equipment. Teachers and others are ready to help 

with encouragement and advice and it will be upto the student to derive greatest advantage from 

facilities offered to him/ her . He/ she should be prepared to do hard work and bear hard life.

Rs.750/-. 

vi) Insurance:- Actual basis. 

vii) Uniform:- If prescribed and supplied by the institute/university Rs.6000/ - which shall include 
one Blazer, two trousers, two shirts, one tie, two socks. Other requirements, if any shall be 

optional and chargeable. 

  Every institute is required to fix all the charges accordingly and reflect in their 

prospectus & on their website and must necessarily submit a copy of prospectus 
and placement brochure to Admission and Fee Regul atory Committee before 

start of admission process every year.

                    ATTENDANCE AND LEAVE RULES 

1. A Student shall be required to attend a minimum of 80% of the lectures delivered (In theory and 

practicals combined).  

2. The attendance will be counted from the d ate of start of session, to the date prior to the date of 

commencement of the theory examination.  

3. In case of late admission in the first semester, the attendance shall be counted from the date of 

actual admission of the candidate, by the competent authorit y.  

4.  The name of the student shall be struck off the rolls if he/ she remains absent for 14 

consecutive working days, without leave.  

5. A student whose name has been struck off from the roll of the institution , may however be 

readmitted if the absence of the student was due to the circumstance beyond his/ her control. 

6. Any student of the institution who fails to appear or pass any particular exam and further thereafter 

remains absent from the institution for a period exceeding one year from the date or re -opening of 

the institute following the exam in which the student had failed to appear or pass shall not be 

entitled to continue his/ her studies in the institute without prior, written permission of the Secretary, 

HSBTE.  

7. The Principal may grant leave to the students in exceptional circumstances only to the extent of 10 

days per semester, subject to the condition that the student completes the prescribed minimum 

attendance as per attendance rule and the leave must be got sanctioned before availing the same.

2. Verification of all the registration forms received online will be done as per the eligibility  of the 

course as mentioned in the approved Diploma Prospectus ï 2026 upto the last date of verification 

as mentioned in the approved Keydates.   

3. Aggregate Marks mentioned in 10th DMC or in equivalent qualifying examination shall be verified 

for Diploma Engg. Course.              

¶ In case, where the aggregate marks or the CGPA is not mentioned by the concerned 

Board in the DMC of Qualifying Examination (Matriculation or equivalent), then total marks 

of all the subjects should be considered for calculating percentage of aggregate marks of 

Qualifying Examination. 

¶ In case, where the CGPA is mentioned in 10th DMC in such case conversation factor 

should be used 9.5 for CBSE board and Punjab board (copy attached).

4. Aggregate Marks mentioned in 12th DMC or in equivalent qualifying examination DMC as per 

eligibility of course shall be verified for Diploma Engg. Lateral Entry Course.        

¶ In case, where the aggregate marks or the CGPA is not mentioned in the concerned Board 

DMC of 12th examination, then total marks of all the subjects should be considered for 

calculating the aggregate marks of Qualifying Examination for verification.     

¶ Passed in 12th examination (with the subjects as mentioned in the eligibility) should be 

considered for verification of the course.                                            

¶ If a candidate is overall pass in 12 th examination with PCM/ PCB but individually fail either 

in Physics/ Mathematics / Chemistry/ Computer Science/ Electronics/ Information 

Technology/ Biology/ Informatics Practices/ Biotechnology/ Technical Vocational subject/ 

Agriculture/ Engineering Graphics/ Business Studies/ Entrepreneurship then he/ she may 

not be allowed for verification/ admission in Diploma Engg. Lateral Entry Course.  

5. For online verification of Diploma Pharmacy course, the aggregate marks of qualifying examination 

should be calculated by considering the marks of Physics, Chemistry, Biology/Mathematics 

and English only and accordingly, maximum marks will be calculated for Physics, Chemistry, 

Biology/Mathematics and English only.           

¶ For the candidates who have combined subjects i.e. Mathematics as well as Biology then 

higher subject marks shall be verified by the verifying team.         

¶ In case, subject wise marks are not mentioned by the concerned Board then GPA and 

CGPA awarded by the Board will be considered for calculating the subject wise marks and 

aggregate marks (Chemistry, Physics, Biology/Mathematics and English), according to the 

Conversion Factor mentioned in Detailed Marks Certificate. The candidate shall upload the 

proof of subject wise and Aggregate Marks issued by the concerned Board along with 

Online Filled Registration Form before the last date of verification.    

¶ Passed in 12th examination (with the subjects as mentioned in the eligibility) should be 

considered for verification of the course.      

6. In case, Mark Sheet issued by any School Education Board is in a Language other than English 

and Hindi, candidate shall submit copy of transcript of Mark Sheet issued by the concerned Board 

in English or Hindi before the last date of verification.   

7. In case of verification of candidates fail in Math/ Science/ Hindi/ English/ any other subject then 

verification will be done for those candidates only in which pass is written on 10 th DMC for 

aggregate marks.                        

8. In case of verification of candidates for Diploma Engg. Course who have not studied or fail in 

Math/ Science/ English or in any subject but the result in DMC is mentioned as pass  then 

during the verification marks for Math, Science and English will be entered as following:

9. For the candidates who have not studied English subject in their 12 th class but have studied PCM/ 

PCB/ PCMB and pass is written on DMC for aggregate marks then the verification of such 

candidates shall be done as per eligibility of the concerned course as mentioned in the prospectus. 

Further, in such cases the marks for English subject should be entered zero if other conditions of 

eligibility are complete.                 

10. After the start of the counselling process, if a candidate category/ special category 

has been changed by the verification team during the process of verification then the 

candidate should be  informed (email, telephonically & through correspondence) by 

the designated institute timely for filling the choices for the counselling again as the 

counselling choices will be deleted automatically by the software upon the change of 

the category during verification process.   

11. The application forms which are flagged by the Digi -Locker should also be re-checked as per the 

eligibility by the verification team during the verification process before submitting such forms. 

Also, gender for Digi -Locker verified  candidates should be checked before submitting  

as mistakes are found .                 

12. Check the category verified for BC/ TFW/ EWS category candidates carefully as per 

the income criteria as mentioned in Diploma Prospectus.        

13. If the counselling proce ss go on simultaneously with the registration process, and, if 

the choices are already submitted by the candidate before the verification process 

then inform such candidates immediately to check or resubmit the choices as per the 

verified category/ verifie d eligibility by the verifying team.  

14. Check the eligibility opted by the candidate in the form is correct or not as per his/ her 

eligibility for the Diploma Engg. Lateral Entry course before verifying the application 

forms.                    

15. In case, all the desired documents for verification are not uploaded by the candidate at the time 

of applying online or uploaded documents are not clear then in such case the candidate shall be 

contacted through email and contact no. for getting the desired documents f or verification before 

the cut-off date of verification.  

16. If income and asset certificate for EWS category is not uploaded/ not clear/ not for the current 

year then in such cases contact the candidate to submit the same. In case of not uploaded latest 

copy of document then do the verification on the behalf of previous year asset certificate by 

taking undertaking from the candidate for submitting the same. If the candidate deny to submit 

undertaking/ candidate not reachable/ document not available/ document n ot clear then in such 

cases remove the supernumerary EWS seat from the registration form during verification under 

intimation through correspondence to the candidate on priority.                   

17. If the candidates have not uploaded the qualifying DMC (10 th for Diploma Engg., 12th/ ITI/ 

Diploma/ NSQF for Diploma Engg. Lateral Entry, 12th PCM/ PCB for Diploma Pharmacy) and 

contact no. & email id is invalid/ wrong/ not reachable then in such cases the verifying team may 

keep the form under rejected list.     
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18. If in case any form is wrongly verified by the verifying team then the team can use the admin 

login of the institute for the re -verification of the same before the last cut -off date for verification.    

19. The registration forms for PH category of candidates having mental disability are not eligible for 

admission in technical courses and accordingly should not be verified. Further, the institute can 

fetch the desired documents from the candidate at the level of the institute for the purpose of 

verification.                

20. Verifying teams are advised to inform the candidates to deposit the registration fee online on the 

website www.techadmissionshry.gov.in before the cut -off date of closing of registration forms 

then only verify the forms.       

21. If the candidates have filled the registration form two or more times and selected different 

designated center for verification and got verified at both the centers then latest verification will 

be kept by HSTES for preparation of merit.    

22. If the candidates have filled the registration form two or more times and selected the same 

designated center for verification then the latest form filled should be verified by the verification 

team and further if same candidate apply the form again for verification then that form should 

also be verified and duplicacy in this regard will be removed by HSTES (the latest form verified will 

be kept during the preparation of merit) at the time of display of merit for the course.                 

23. PPP ID is mandatory for Haryana Resident candidates and further details like name, fatherôs 
name, mother name, DOB, category, income etc. should be verified from PPP ID of such 

candidates, no additional document (only for the information which is verified  from PPP ID) is 

required for the same. The particulars in PPP ID should be as per the qualifying document of the 

candidate.        

24. The verifying team should check the particulars of the candidates mentioned in qualifying 

examination with the information f etched from the PPP ID during the verification process. If the 

particulars are found wrong during the verification process then contact such candidates to 

correct/ update their PPP ID first and to submit the same timely at the selected Designated Center 

before the closing of the verification process to avoid the cancelation of seats during the reporting 

period.   

25. All the designated centers are advised to make aware all the aspiring candidates/ applicants from 

Haryana State to get their PPP IDs updated, corrected, with verified status and linked with their 

mobiles number, so that they may not face problems during their registration/ counselling/ 

admissions process (refer to https://meraparivar.haryana.gov.in ).                      

26. The information for the Haryana Resident candidates will be fetched & verified automatically from 

PPP database during the online registration process and the fetched information will remain non 

editable for the designated centers except the cases where updated copy of PPP ID is submitted 

by the candidate at the selected designated center.  

27. All designated center should  check the list of recognised & non-recognised boards as per NIOS 

and  recognised boards of BSEH, Bhiwani  during the process of verification. Also, check the 

change of name of board before raising the query.The verifying team should check the name of 

boards (or with the old board name before changed) during the verification process. Further, the 

equivalency lists of boards is available on the website https://bseh.org.in/home whose equivalency 

has been given by the Bhiwani Board.                 

28. It is advised to keep one set of verified forms along with special categories and documents for all 

verified candidates simultaneously for further record and same may be procured by HSTES if 

required after the closing of the portal for resolving the grievances.      

Note: The application forms received in the account of Designated Center should be 

checked within a period of four wor king days after receiving so that if there is any 

query regarding qualifying document of the candidate can be resolved timely to avoid 

grievances which are raised on the cut -off date.

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29. If  other State candidate passed out from Haryana then he/ she wi ll be eligible for HOGC category. 
But he can't avail the benefit of other categories like SC, D-SC, BCA, BCB, PH, EWS, TFW etc. of

30. If  other State candidate  (for the cases when he/ she is not pass ed out  from Haryana 

State)  opt wrongly HOGC inplace  of AIC then in such cases send email to HSTES to 
correct his/ her category from HOGC to AIC before doing the verification.   

31. All PPP ID candidates (except KM candidates) are eligible for all categories (as applicable) of 
Haryana State. 

32. The KM Category candidates having PPP ID are eligible for AIC/ HOGC and KM category. But these 
candidates are not eligible for other reserved categories of State like SC, D-SC, BCA, BCB, PH, 
EWS, TFW etc.  

33. If the KM Category candidate pass out from Haryana (not having PPP ID) then he/ she will be 
eligible for AIC/ HOGC and KM category only. 

34. If a  KM Category candidate not pass out from Haryana and not having PPP ID then he/ she will 
be eligible for AIC and KM category only. 

     

The institute (Govt., Aided and Self Financing Institutions) shall submit one set of documents self 

attested by the admitted candidates (whose details uploaded on HSTES portal upto cut off date) 

and duly authenticated by Institute to the concerned affiliating University /Board for 

authentication and registration purpose.

I am directed to invite your attention to Haryana Govt.  letters noted in the margin on the subject  noted 
above  vide which the instructions were  issued  regarding simplification of procedure for obtaining the 
certificate of Domicile for the purpose of admission to educational institution (including 
technical/medical institution). The matter has been reconsidered in the light of judgment delivered by 
the IƻƴΩōƭŜ Supreme Court of India  in  the case of  Dr. Pradeep Jain vs. Union of India and others  
reported  as  AIR 1984- SC-1421, wherein it has been held that instead of the word  Ψ5ƻƳƛŎƛƭŜΩ ǘƘŜ  
word  ΨwŜǎƛŘŜƴǘΩ  be  used in the instructions  issued  by  the  State Government  and it has been 
decided to revise the Government instructions. Henceforth, the following categories of persons would be 
eligible for the grant of Resident Certificate: - 

 

i)  Candidates, who have passed the examination qualifying there for selection in an institution from a 
school/college in Haryana. 

ii) Children / Wards (if parents are not living) / Dependents: - 
(a) of the employees of Haryana State posted in or  outside Haryana State or working on deputation;  
(b) of the employees of the statutory bodies/corporations established by or under an act of the 

State. of Haryana who  are posted in Chandigarh or in Haryana or outside Haryana. 
(c) of the employees of the Government of India  posted  in Chandigarh  or in Haryana in connection 

with the affairs of  the Haryana Government; 
 

iii) Children/wards (if parents not living)/dependents of persons who after retirement have 
permanently settled in Haryana and draw their pensions from the treasuries situated in the State of 
Haryana. 

 

iv) Children/wards (if parents are not living)/dependents of pensioners of Haryana Government 
irrespective of the fact that the original home of the retiree is in a state other than Haryana or he 
has settled after retirement in or outside Haryana; 

v) Children/Wards (if parents are not living)/dependents of persons, who have permanent home in 
Haryana and include persons who have been residing in Haryana for a period of not less than 15 years 
or who have permanent home in Haryana but on account of their occupation they are living outside 
Haryana; 

vi) The wives of such persons who are bonafide residents of Haryana irrespective of the fact that they had 
belonged to any other State before marriage; 

vii) Persons who were born in Haryana and produce a certificate to that effect; provided that the 
parents/ guardians (if parents are not living) of persons belonging to any one of the above mentioned 
categories are:   
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a) Citizen of India; 

b) Produce an affidavit to the effect that  they or their children/wards  (if parents are not 
living)/ dependents  have  not obtained the benefit of Resident in any other State. 

 

2. All candidates claiming to be bonafide residents of Haryana should produce a Haryana Resident Cer- 
tificate signed by the District Magistrate/General Assistant to Deputy Commissioner or Sub-Divisional 
Officer (Civil) of the District/Sub-Divisions to which the candidates belong. Resident Certificates in 
respect of elsewhere or in   respect of the Children/Wards/Dependents of Haryana Govt. employees 
who are posted at Chandigarh, Delhi or elsewhere or in respect of Children /Wards/ Dependents of 
pensioners of Haryana Govt. or in respect of the Children/Wards/ Department of the employees of 
the Government of India posted at Chandigarh or in Haryana in connection with the affairs of 
Haryana Government, or in respect of Children/Wards/Dependents of the employees and retirees of 
the Statu- tory  Bodies/Corporations of Haryana established by or under  an Act  of  the  State  of  
Haryana or a Central  Act  and  located  at Chandigarh, Haryana or outside Haryana, should be by 
their respective Heads of Departments. 

3. Candidates seeking admission in educational institutions (including medical and technical institutions) 
located in Haryana, may not be required to produce Resident Certificate, if they have passed the ex- 
amination from a school/college situated in Haryana.  For this purpose, a certificate of the Principal/ 
Headmaster from concerned institution   where the children/wards studied last should be considered 
sufficient. The Principal/Headmaster of the institution shall be competent to issue such certificate, 
which should be sufficient. 

4. If a candidate is admitted on the basis of claim that he belongs to the State of Haryana but at any 
subsequent time is discovered that his claim was false, the student shall be removed from the institu- 
tion, all fees and other dues paid up to the date of such removal shall be confiscated. The Principal/ 
Headmaster may take such other action against the student and his/ her parents/guardians as he 
may deem proper in the circumstances of any particular case. 

5. For the purpose of uniformity for issuing certificate of Residence in the case of various categories to be 
issued by the competent Authorities, proformas have been prescribed which are enclosed herewith.
